Since
there are two days of obligation (Sunday of Advent
and Monday Holy Day), that means you’ll need to plan
to attend two Masses during that three-day
weekend. Please see the chart enclosed to help you
fulfill your obligation to attend Mass for both days—
choose one from each section and you’re good to go.

Please note that the 4pm Mass on Sunday, December
8 will be in Spanish. This will be our annual
celebration of Our Lady of Guadalupe, to which the
entire parish is invited!
